
Chaplain Critical Incident Notification (CCIN) is for Chaplain Section (CS) and Unit Ministry 
Team (UMT) notifying supervisory CS or UMT of triggering events. Senior CS/UMT will 

notify the FORSCOM Command Chaplain's Office of the following events.

Criteria Triggering Events
Wake Up Death of a Chaplain, Religious Affairs Specialist or a CH Corps DA CIV.

Missing, wounded, or killed in action.

First Light
Adverse legal or ethical infraction by a CS/UMT member resulting in a unit
inquire/investigation with potential adverse media coverage.
Critical injury, serious illness, death or a spouse or dependent. 

Next Business Day
Other incident determined to be of immediate concern to the Chaplain Corps 
based on the nature, gravity, potential for adverse publicity or other potential 
consequences of the incident.
