Jesse Tree

e The Jesse Tree is an Advent practice which can help tie Old Testament scripture and
prophecy to the birth of Christ. The ornaments represent the people, prophecies, and
events leading to His birth. Jesse was the father of King David. The Jesse tree is named
from Isaiah 11:1: "A shoot shall come out of the stock of Jesse, and a branch shall grow
out of his roots."

e You can make your own ornaments, or find ornaments already made. Each family will
receive several die cuts of some of the symbols. You can write the verse on each and use
year to year. Families may also like to make their own ornaments.

o The Jesse Tree is typically a bare branch tree, but any tree can be used. You may
decorate at once, or place one ornament at a time focusing the entire story each time.
